You may also wish to keep a torch, candles, a battery radio etc where
they can be easily found in the dark along with a phone that can be
plugged directly into the phone line socket and doesn’t need electricity to
operate.

The Emergency Services recommend that mobile phones should have at
least one contact number under the name ICE (in case of emergency) so
that they know whom to contact if you have been involved in an
accident.
